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We are glad to present our Annual Report
for the year 2014-15 as it is a pleasure to
share our work with others. Since the last
year, we have been running major activity
of prevention and control of Akshay i.e. TB
RNTCP Project. As per the performance, we
have reached to the downtrodden public to
spread over the message of causes,
remedial measures, precautions in regard
to TB diseases. During the vyear, the
organization has run various social activities
for the benefit of children, women/girls,
senior citizens, etc. We are putting before
you the proceedings of our activities run
during the year.

Major objectives of our NGO comprises

as under :
Akshay Project-Revised National
Tuberculosis Control Programme

(RNTCP), Advocacy Communication and
Social Mobilisation (ACSM)

During the year, we organized three
programmes under which many persons
in community took advantage of such
type of awareness programme.
Community meetings, Household visits
(door to door visit) and Mid Media
Programme are the three programmes
of Akshay Project. The citizens took keen
interest in the project. They also co-
operated to generate awareness among
the community. According to the
project, symptomic citizens were
advised to visit DOTs centres managed
by Government authorities. As such
nearly 15,000 persons benefited in the
project.

a) Community Meetings: The
meetings were conducted in the remote
area of communities to generate the
awareness of TB diseases. In this
programme  speeches/guidance  of
doctors were provided. The educational
print material was also distributed
among the participants.

b) Household Visits (door to door
visit) : The volunteers of our society
visited to doors of selected communities
to collect the information of family
members. In the information, details in
regard to suspected TB affected people
were gathered. The family members
were also advised to contact local DOTs
centers for investigation of sputum if the
members were having cough, fever
more than two weeks. The persons were
also advised to take better treatment
from DOTs Centres.

c) Mid-Media Programme: During the
year, two mid media programmes were
organized in the month of June and
Dec.,2014. In the said programme the
communities of specific groups were
invited in the group meetings where
discussions, publicity guidance were
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issued. In the programme, education

3) Workshop on Skill Development
Workshops were organized for the

women under low income group or
under scheduled caste community.
Under the programme, flowers making
using clothes and paper material were
taught to the beneficiaries. In addition,
workshops in regard to preparation of
flower pots, agarbatti making, perfume
making, candle making, paper bag
making, fabric painting etc were also
conducted. After completion of such
workshops, most of the women started
either their own professions or started
to work in other organisation.

4) Entrepreneurship Development

A programmed for women trained in

Skill  Development Workshop was
organized. Under the programme, the
guidance were provided to women how
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to cost the product, where to sell the
products, how to capture the market,
how to sell the product, how to market
the product, how to improve the sell,
etc. As such, our NGO helped the
women in respect of empowerment and
to implement women empowerment
scheme of Govt of India.

5) National Tobacco Control

Programme
Our NGO gathered the youths and

provided them guidance in regard to
control the tobacco consumption and
smoking. In the guidance, it is advised
that smoking harms nearly every organ
of the body, causing many diseases and
affecting the health of smokers in
general. It is also dangerous to tobacco
chewers which affects major portion of
mouth. Due to the tobacco, many
diseases like cancer, TB, etc affects the
body. To make youth aware, our NGO
organized seminar through which it was
advised not to chew tobacco, gutkha or
not to smoke. As such, our NGO was
engaged with programme to
» Eliminate exposure to secondhand
smoke.
» Promote quitting among adults and
youth
» Prevent initiation among youth.
» Identify and eliminate disparities
among population groups.
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6) Distribution of educational

materials, toys etc.

In association with NGO-GOONJ, our
NGO organized one programme related
to distribution of educational material
like tiffin boxes, school bags, water
bottles, toys, foot wears, etc to the
children. Such types of materials
received from GOONJ were distributed
to children in the schools viz. Nalanda
Prathamik Vidyalaya, Vishakha
Prathamik Vidyalaya, Pradnya Karuna
Mukbadhir Vidyalaya, Jyotiba Phule
Ashram Shala, Ambarnath, Bahujan
Hitay = Boys’ Hostel, Ulhasnagar,
Municipal Corporation Anganwadi No.
77,78, 80,197, 198. As such, nearly 500-
600 students benefited with such

materials.

7) Integrated Diabetes Prevention
Control Protection Programme
(IDPCPP):

During the year, our NGO has singed the
MOU with North Indian Educational
Trust (NIET), Lucknow in respect of
Integrated Diabetes Prevention Control
Protection Programme (IDPCPP). Under
the programme, awareness programme
in respect of prevention and control
over diabetes are to be organized in
association with NIET.

8) Distribution of clothes, footwears,
etc to children of brick making factory
In association with GOONJ- NGO, we
visited the community of brick making
factory workers near the boundary of
Ambarnath and Ulhasnagar City. In the
programme, we distributed clothes,
footwears, eatables to the children. As
such, they were felicitated with the
needy materials.
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9) Felicitation of Senior Citizens

Our NGO organized one programme for
Senior Citizens and felicitated with the
woolen caps, shawls, etc.

10) “Beti Bachao, Beti Padhao”

Sicne 1961, the girl child ratio has come

down due to certain reasons. Hence, to

ensure survival of the girl child,

protection and empowerment of the girl

child, Govt has announced Beti Bachao,

Beti Padhao initiative. This is being

implemented through a national

campaign and focused multi sectorial

action. The objectives of this initiative

are:

v Prevention of gender biased sex
selective elimination.

v’ Ensuring survival and protection of
the girl child.

v’ Ensuring educations and participation
of the girl child.

Keeping in view the above features, our
NGO organized one seminar to the
women and guided them the
importance of the girl child. In the
seminar, slogans in Hindi like ‘Bete ke

aas men beti ki bali mat chadhayen’ (i
